SUBJECT: Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road Corridor
Transportation Action Plan

Background

Howard Stein Hudson (HSH) has prepared this Transportation Action Plan (TAP) for the section
of Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road between Barnes Road and Jardin Mahoney’s/County Road in
Oak Bluffs, Massachusetts. Numerous development projects were identified to be taking place along
this section of roadway within the next few years. These potential projects include new developments
and expansions for recreational, housing, religious, and commercial uses. The Planning Board, on
behalf of the Town of Oak Bluffs, would like to understand the cumulative impact of these potential
projects on traffic and safety on Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road. The TAP outlines existing
conditions and issues, trip generation for the potential projects, and potential solutions as well as

order-of-magnitude costs.

Roadway Network

Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road is a two-way, two-lane rural minor arterial under the Town of Oak
Bluffs jurisdiction. The roadway runs in a straight-line from the study limits of Barnes Road in the
northwest to Jardin Mahoney’s/County Road in a northwest-southeast direction. For the purposes of
this report, we will refer to Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road as an east-west roadway. This portion
of roadway is approximately a mile in length. The roadway generally provides a shared-use pathway
on the south side of the roadway within the study area. Pedestrian crossings are provided along the
roadway at Schoolhouse Village, at the Martha’s Vineyard Regional High School (MVRHS) driveway,
at the Martha’s Vineyard Arena, and at County Road. The pedestrian crossing at County Road
provides pedestrian warning signage. Shared use paths are also provided along the west side of
County Road and within the State Forest to the south of the MVRHS. The trail network in the
vicinity is shown in Figure 1. The posted speed limit along Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road is 45
miles per hour (mph) and 20 mph within the school zone limits from approximately 350 feet to the
west and 780 feet to the east of the main entrance at Sanderson Avenue. The speed limit is 15 mph

approaching the Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road/Barnes Road roundabout to the west as well.
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Transit Access

The Martha’s Vineyard Transit Authority (VTA) provides bus stops traveling eastbound on
Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road at MVRHS and traveling westbound at the Martha’s Vineyard
Skate Park, as well as on each of the legs for the Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road/Barnes Road
roundabout. The Edgartown to Vineyard Haven Route 1 bus currently stops in the eastbound
direction on the eastbound approach to the Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road/Barnes Road
roundabout and at MVRHS. The Route 1 bus currently stops in the westbound direction at the
Martha’s Vineyard Skate Park and the westbound approach to the Edgartown-Vineyard Haven

Road/Barnes Road roundabout.

The Martha’s Vineyard Airport to Oak Bluffs Route 7 bus currently stops at the Edgartown-
Vineyard Haven Road/Barnes Road roundabout westbound and northbound approaches. The
Martha’s Vineyard Airport to Oak Bluffs Route 9 bus currently stops at the Edgartown-Vineyard

Haven Road/Barnes Road roundabout northbound approach and in the eastbound direction at
MVRHS.

Figure 2 shows the existing VTA bus routes along Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road.
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Existing Traffic Data

Existing traffic counts were provided via the Massachusetts Department of Transportation
(MassDOT) count station #MVC260 for 2020. The station is located along Edgartown-Vineyard
Haven Road just east of County Road. Based on these counts, the average annual daily traffic
(AADT) volume in 2020 during the weekday was 8,894 vehicles and the AADT for the weekend was
7,366 vehicles. The AADT for 2021 based on data between January 2021 and September 2021 during
the weekday was 10,541 vehicles and the AADT for the weekend was 8,785 vehicles. No seasonal
adjustment or background growth is available for 2020 and 2021 due to the pandemic. It is expected
that volumes in 2021 are higher due an increase in tourists and residents working remotely from
Martha’s Vineyard. Traffic counts from the station for 2019 are available for the months of
November and December only. Seasonal adjustment factors for the months of November and
December for 2019 were applied to the volumes. Based on these counts, the AADT volume in 2019
during the weekday was 8,815 vehicles and the AADT for the weekend was 7,640 vehicles.

The MVRHS, High School Artificial Turf Field & Bleachers Oak Bluffs, Transportation Information
document, dated February 6, 2017, was provided as part of a Development of Regional Impact (DRI).
As part of this document, a bicycle count was conducted approximately a mile east of Sanderson
Avenue along Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road. The counts were conducted over a one-month period
between August and September of 2016 showing 7,651 bicycles used the shared use path. The counts
recorded an average of 250 bicycles per day. Additionally, the document provided that the VTA bus

route ridership for Routes 1, 7, and 9 exceed a combined 300,000 annual passengers.

Potential Developments

Traffic volumes associated with development projects can affect traffic patterns throughout the
corridor. Five specific projects were identified and trip generation for these developments was

estimated. These developments are summarized below:

Affordable Housing Project — Town-owned 7.9-acre site location on the north side of
Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road between Barnes Road to the west and County Road to the
east. It is located to the east of the Martha’s Vineyard YMCA and Arena and directly across
from MVRHS. The proposed development would include 60 residential units; including 15
units of semi-attached housing and 45 units of multi-family housing (three to four story
building).
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MVRHS Athletic Field Improvements: Phase 1 — The proposed project would remove the
existing football field (approximately 56,000 square feet (sf)) for a proposed track and field
(approximately 108,000 sf), and remove the existing soccer field (approximately 60,000 sf) for
a proposed new soccer field (approximately 75,600 sf).

Martha’s Vineyard Community Center Expansion — The project would expand the existing
campus to include a new approximately 9,500-sf early childhood center building and a new
18,600-sf, two-story community services main building.

YMCA Expansion — The project would expand the existing YMCA to the full-build out
scenario form the existing 35,000-sf facility to 60,000 sf (25,000-sf increase).

40B Housing/Grocery Store — The project would consist of 49 units of residential housing and

a 10,000-sf grocery store.

Trip Generation

The number of trips to be generated by each potential project was estimated using data provided on
the Town of Oak Bluffs and Martha’s Vineyard Commission (MVC) websites. To estimate the
number of trips expected to be generated by the potential projects, data published by the Institute of
Transportation Engineers (ITE) in the Trip Generation Manual were used. ITE provides data to
estimate the total number of unadjusted vehicular trips associated with the projects. Land use codes
(LUCs) are not available for all potential uses; therefore, the closest LUCs were utilized for each of

the developments based on the provided descriptions. The following ITE LUCs were used:

Affordable Housing Project

— LUC 221 (Multifamily Housing Mid-Rise (3-10 floors) for 60 units
Martha’s Vineyard Regional High School Athletic Field Improvements: Phase 1

— LUC 488 (Soccer Field) for the existing and proposed fields based on square footage
Martha’s Vineyard Community Center Expansion

— LUC 565 (Day Care Center) for 9,500 square foot early childhood center

— LUC 630 (Clinic) for 18,600 square foot community services main building
YMCA Expansion

— LUC 495 (Recreational Community Center) based on a 25,000 square foot increase
40B Housing/Grocery Store

— LUC 850 (Supermarket) for a 10,000 square foot building

— LUC 223 (Affordable Housing) for 49 units

The trip generation for each proposed development is shown in Table 1. The daily traffic volumes
generated by the developments were then compared to the 2020 weekday AADT along Edgartown-

Vineyard Haven Road to estimate their overall traffic volume impact on the existing roadway.

It should be noted that the trip generation is generally expected to be conservative in nature. The
trip generation does not account for the existing trips to the expanded YMCA and Community
Center developments or the field redevelopments. The trip generation also does not take credit for
internal shared trips or pass-by trips between uses and considers all trips to be new trips
Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road. Shared trips are trips that would be shared between more than
one land use internal to a development. Pass-by trips are trips made by drivers that are already on
the roadway and access the land use and is specific to commercial or retail uses. Also, the proposed
grocery store trip generation rates may be conservatively high for 10,000 sf since the range for the
Land Use Code 850 — Supermarket includes data for facilities between 68,670-170,240 sf, which
indicates this land use typically includes larger stores. However, this trip generation is expected to
give an overall understanding of the level of impact these developments may have on the

surrounding roadways once built.

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Safety Analysis

An analysis along the corridor was performed to identify and evaluate possible safety issues. Crash
data was obtained from the MassDOT IMPACT Portal for the years of 2016 — 2018. It should be
noted that MassDOT specifies any crash records or data for the years after 2018 to be subject to
change or are not considered to be complete or up to date. Therefore, any crash data from open years
after 2018 shall not be used for analysis purposes. A summary of the crash data for Edgartown-
Vineyard Haven Road and at the intersections within the study area are shown in Table 2. A

detailed summary of crashes is attached.

Within the corridor there were 26 crashes reported during this three-year period (2016-2018). Crash
summaries for the intersections and corridor are provided in the appendix to this memorandum.
Most of the crashes reported along the corridor were angle, rear-end or single vehicle crashes. Of
these crashes, six were collisions with deer and one was a collision with a bicyclist. Seven of the
crashes along the corridor resulted in personal injury. No trends were identified based on the month,
day of the week, time of day, lighting condition, or weather. Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road is
generally straight and provides sufficient lighting; however, the single vehicle and angled collisions
may indicate that vehicles are speeding, or drivers are not expecting obstructions in the roadway. To
increase driver awareness and reduce speeding, certain traffic calming measures could be taken such
as raised pedestrian crossings, narrowing the roadway, and providing bicycle accommodations, or

providing additional compliant signage to the roadway.

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Along the corridor, seven crashes were not associated with an intersection. Of these crashes, three
were single vehicle crashes, two were rear-end, one was angle, and one was head-on. Of the crashes,
six were during clear or cloudy conditions and only one was during snow conditions. Three of the
crashes resulted in property damage only, two of the crashes resulted in non-fatal injuries, and two

were not reported.

The unsignalized four-legged intersection of Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road at Sanderson Avenue
was shown to have six crashes between 2016 and 2018. Of the crashes, one was a rear-end, three
were angle, one was a sideswipe in the same direction, and one was head-on. All the crashes were
during clear or cloudy conditions only. Of the crashes, two resulted in property damage only, three

resulted in non-fatal injury, and one was not reported.

The unsignalized, three-legged intersection of Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road at County Road was
shown to have eight crashes between 2016 and 2018. Of the crashes, two were single vehicle crashes,
three were rear-end, and three were angle collisions. All the crashes were during clear or cloudy
conditions only. Of the crashes, six resulted in property damage only, one resulted in a non-fatal

injury, and one was not reported.

The unsignalized, three-legged intersection of Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road at Ryans Way was
shown to have one crash between 2016 and 2018. The crash was a single vehicle crash under clear

conditions resulting in property damage only.

The roundabout intersection of Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road at Barnes Road/Airport Road was
shown to have four crashes between 2016 and 2018. Of the crashes, one was a single vehicle crash,
two were rear-end collisions, and one was a sideswipe in the same direction. All the crashes were
during clear or cloudy conditions only. Of the crashes, two resulted in property damage only, one

resulted in non-fatal injury, and one was not reported.

Environmental Considerations

The Natural Heritage Endangered Species Program (NHESP), through the Massachusetts
Department of Natural Resources, is responsible for the conservation and protections of species and
their natural habitats that are not hunted, fished, trapped, or commercially harvested in the state.?
Developments in these areas are subject to the Massachusetts Endangered Species Act (MESA),

which requires a state review of proposed developments to determine if a “take” of any protected

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natural species or resource will occur.? Figure 3 shows that these protected areas are within and

adjacent to future parcel developments, as well as bordering Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road.

Dukes County conducted a hazard impact analysis for structures in their 2020 Hazard Mitigation
Plan. The hazards include wildfires, Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) floods,
tsunamis, hurricanes, and sea levels.3 Figure 4 shows that every structure within the area is

potentially subject to impact by a hazard.

The Wetlands Protection Act (WPA) protects wetlands and public interests that they serve, as well
as land subject to flooding, riverfront area, bodies of land underwater, waterways, salt ponds, fish
runs, vernal pools, and the ocean. This law requires a review process conducted by a conservation
commission to ensure any proposed activities will not alter resource areas and the public interests
they serve.4 Figure 5 shows that wetlands are present near Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road east
of County Road. Figure 5 also indicates the presence of a potential vernal pool in the same area as
the wetlands.

Given the level of additional traffic that these combined developments will add to Edgartown-
Vineyard Haven Road, as well as the current safety issues and concerns, HSH has prepared this
action plan of items to address the combined transportation impacts in order that the Town can plan
for improvements to allow development to progress. Based on this review of potential impacts, we
recommend that the Town take steps to address them through a series of actions. We have

summarized them in Table 3 and additional detail follows.

SURVEY AND BASE PLAN

The first step for the corridor is to have it surveyed by a licensed surveyor. We recommend using a
surveyor that is pre-qualified by MassDOT to ensure that the survey and base plan meet the
necessary standards to complete the roadway design in later phases. We estimate the cost for survey
and base plan preparation will be approximately $30,000 — $50,000. This is based on surveying
Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road from Barnes Road to County Road. This cost could be reduced if

survey and CAD base files are available from other sources, including the Town Department of
Public Works (DPW).

CORRIDOR TRANSPORTATION PLANNING STUDY
Building on the 2017 Martha’s Vineyard Commission (MVC) study, the planning study should go
into more depth regarding traffic, pedestrian, and bicycle volumes; projected future volumes due to

regional growth as well as specific projects; identify and analyze conceptual roadway improvements
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alternatives; and make recommendations for future transportation improvements to accommodate
future development. This study could be done in concert with a Complete Streets Prioritization Plan
(CSPP). The planning study should incorporate a robust public process, engaging the community,
abutters, and stakeholders. We recommend including both in-person and virtual public outreach to
allow people to engage in a variety of ways. The estimated cost of a planning study for this one-mile
length of Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road is $50,000 — $75,000, depending on the level of outreach

and graphics that are included.

SHORT-TERM IMPROVEMENTS

Pedestrian and bicycle connections could be improved in the area in advance of a longer-term
transportation improvements. HSH completed a study for MVC and the Town in 2019 that made
recommendations for short-term improvements along Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road. In addition,
new sidewalks, and shared use path (SUP) connections could be made on MVRHS property to
improve connectivity to the overall transportation network. Improvements could also include

crosswalk upgrades along Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road.

DESIGN — LONG-TERM IMPROVEMENTS

Based on the recommendations of the transportation planning study, the Town should hire a
consultant to design the recommended improvements. We recommend two phases of design:
Preliminary and Final. During these phases, the Town’s consultant would prepare plans,
specifications, and quantity and cost estimates for the proposed improvements. The design
submissions are typically reviewed by Town staff. If the Town were to consider using state funding
for construction, the design costs may be higher, as MassDOT review typically requires four phases
of design: 25% Design, 75% Design, 100% Design, and PS&E Documents. The cost of the design
phases would be somewhat dependent on the elements of the design and their construction costs. In
Table 4, we provide order-of-magnitude construction costs for various elements of design. The last
column shows the range of cost if each element were incorporated into the recommended
improvements on Edgartown-Vineyard Haven Road. Design costs are typically 15-20% of the
construction cost, depending on the level of community engagement the Town wishes to continue
during the design phases. The design costs can be broken into at least two phases to allow the Town

to keep the project moving in design as it assembles construction funding.

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The following assumptions were made for all cost estimates to be conservative.

It is assumed that the Town would be responsible for the cost of relocating utility poles,
which would be moved under Option 1A to avoid leaving poles in the middle of the path. This
was a significant contributor to the cost calculated for path construction.

Excavation of the existing shared use path and subbase were assumed for all options; i.e.,
costs were calculated as if it were a brand-new path and no existing pavement or gravel
could be re-used.

District 5 weighted bid prices for MassDOT prices for the last year were utilized in
calculating these estimates. These prices may differ from municipal prices.

These costs do not include inflation, which may need to be considered if construction will not

occur in the near future.

There may be ways to reduce overall project costs by using alternate materials and construction
methods to utilize what is existing today. Short descriptions of the cost estimates for the Edgartown-
Vineyard Haven Road Options for Pedestrian and Bicycle Accessibility are providing in the

paragraphs that follow.

Option 1: Shared Used Path — This option would construct a 12-foot-wide path and vertical
granite curb with a five-foot-wide landscape buffer between the proposed path and the existing
roadway. This option requires widening the existing path which would either require extending the
back of the existing path away from the roadway (A) or extending the existing path into the existing
roadway (B). Extending the shared use path toward the roadway will require widening the roadway

to maintain driving lane widths.

Option 1A — Requires relocation of utility poles to the landscaping buffer to extend path
beyond current back of existing sidewalk. This option would require vertical granite curb on
one side of the roadway, traditional roadway resurfacing, and adjustment of frames and

grates of the existing drainage structures.

Option 1B — Requires full depth box widening roadway construction alongside the existing
roadway to maintain the existing width of the road. This option also requires vertical granite
curb on one side of the roadway and HMA curb on the other. Existing drainage structures
will be required to be relocated laterally to maintain proper drainage. HSH assumes that the

existing structures are in good condition, and that new structures will not be required.

Option 2: Sidewalk — This option would require replacing the existing sidewalk with a new six-

foot-wide sidewalk and a three-foot-wide landscaping buffer. This option would only require vertical
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granite curb on one side of the roadway, drainage structure adjustment and roadway resurfacing.
This option would not require relocation of utility poles, relocation of drainage structures or full

depth roadway construction.

BID AND CONSTRUCTION PHASE SERVICES

Depending on the needs of the Town’s DPW staff to oversee the bidding and construction, the Town
may want to consider hiring a Construction Management firm. During the bid phase, such a firm can
assist with issuing bid documents to prospective bidders, respond to questions, review the bids for
any unusual conditions, and recommending/selecting a bidder. The firm can also oversee
construction, including day-to-day operations such as reviewing shop drawing submittals,
performing periodic on-site inspection, and generally ensuring that the construction complies with
the plans and specifications. Costs for bid and construction phase services vary depending on the

level of assistance requested.

CONSTRUCTION — LONG-TERM IMPROVEMENTS

The last step of the Action Plan is construction of the long-term improvements. Based on the highest
cost of elements that could be included, we anticipate that the construction of improvements could
cost between $2,500,000 - $2,750,000 with intersection treatments varying from $10,000 to
$1,500,000. The total cost for construction of improvements is in the $4,000,000 - $7,000,000 range,
depending on the options the Town ultimately chooses to carry forward into design and construction.
We recommend that the Town hire a roadway contractor that is pre-qualified by MassDOT for

horizontal construction to ensure that the Town gets good quality construction work.
